A — Insert the 'leg' of the cast end 
bracket, or pelmet end plate into the 
face fix channel.

B — Fix the face fix channel and cast 
end bracket, or pelmet end plate to 
the post using fasteners to suit the 

post material. The fasteners should 
not be more than 500mm apart. 

C — Insert the track into the face 
fix channel and fasten using 4mm 
aluminium, or stainless steel rivets. 
The first rivet should be 200mm under 

the guide funnel at the top of the 
track, the rest of the rivets should 
not be more than 500mm apart.
